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The Cleveland Dragon Boat Association strongly supports the goal of the Cleveland Rowing
Foundation to bring public access to the Cuyahoga River in Cleveland’s Historic Flats District for
a wide range of recreational activity.

The Cuyahoga River is one of Cleveland’s finest urban natural resources, and human powered
watercraft on the river is eco-friendly and non-invasive to river plants and wildlife. Further, it
supports and enhances Cleveland’s economy and promotes eco-tourism with annual Festivals
and Regattas, as well as club paddling and rowing leagues.
